· Valid picture ID, such as Driver’s License, Michigan State ID, Military ID.
·  A copy of last year's tax return (2013) if you have one.
· Social Security cards for any person listed on the return. Social Security cards are necessary to ensure the information is copied correctly onto the tax return. 
· W-2 and/or 1099 forms from all 2014 jobs. 
· 1099-G form, if you or anyone in your household received unemployment insurance benefits at any time in 2014. 
· 1099-INT form, if you received bank interest income in 2014.   Any statements received from a mortgage company during 2014 or name and address of landlord and amount of rent paid. 

· Property tax receipts or bills for taxes paid in 2014.
· IRS notices or letters sent to you or someone in your household during 2014. 
· Heating bills from 11/01/13-10/31/14 or contact your utility provider for your 2014 allowable heat credit deduction.
·  If you have an Individual Taxpayer Identification Number (ITINs), please bring your ITIN card that was sent to you from the IRS. You will need a Social Security Number in order to claim the Child Tax Credit. 
· Routing number and account number from your bank for your direct deposit refund. You may still receive a paper check.
· If you have received assistance from Department of Human Services in 2014, bring your annual Department of Human Services statement. 
· Receipts for child care expenses, including provider’s name, address, and EIN/Social Security number. 
· Invoices and/or receipts for residential energy credit. 
· Proof of Health Insurance Coverage or Healthy Michigan Marketplace for 2014
